Resume. The article continues the series of articles devoted to the Holy springs of the Belgorod region.
Previously, the current state of the Holy springs was observed, the peculiarities of their sanitary condition were
determined, the flow rates of the springs and levels of nitrate contamination of their waters were estimated. We
worked out the scales for the realization of spring’s evaluation as objects of recreation and cult worship, and such
conducted such evaluation as conducted for 52 springs.

It was shown that Holy springs of the region are characterized by the level of recreational and cult
evaluations from low to very high with the prevalence of the group of springs with high evaluation, which is
indicated their excursion attraction. In accordance with the rule of the integral resource the recreational use of
springs may hamper the conduct of religious rites, and vice versa, so the actual problem is the organization of the
territory of spring.
