THE IMPACT OF THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC ON THE STATE OF FOREIGN
TRADE IN THE REGIONS OF THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION IN THE CONTEXT
OF THE CONJUNCTURE OF THE WORLD COMMODITY MARKETS

The article examines the impact of the Covid-19 pandemic on the trends in the
development of foreign trade in the regions of Russia in the context of the conjuncture of world
commodity markets. The impact of the pandemic on the dynamics of exports and imports of
Russia (including the impact on the commodity structure of exports), changes in the balance of
trade in goods and services, forecasts for the most significant indicators of foreign trade in 2020
are analyzed in detail. It is shown that, despite the significant scale of the negative impact of the
pandemic on domestic foreign trade, the impact of the current crisis on the dynamics of exports
and imports is not unprecedented and is inferior in strength to the price shock of 2015-2016.
